ment, EDII Director Gen-
eral, Dr Sunil Shukla said,
"It's a matter of immense
pride that EDII has been
recognised as the Centre of
Excellence by the Ministry
of Skill Development and
Entrepreneurship, Govern-
ment of India. EDII intro-
duced the concept of en-
trepreneurship develop-
ment and established how
entrepreneurship can be
learnt like any other aca-
demic discipline to set up
own business.
